Current Events Assignment
Your Assignment: 
You will read, summarize and present current events in the news using a newspaper, 
magazine or the Internet. Articles should be current (less than one month old, but this

can vary based on the subject matter). Each summary is worth 40 points – 20 for the
written portion and 20 for your presentation. Summaries turned in or presented late will
receive reduced credit per the school late work policy.

DO NOT PLAGIARIZE!
Requirements:
1) Articles should be related to economics. Any article dealing with the economy, money,
fiscal policy, trade, investing, business, taxes, etc. is acceptable. Ask if you are not sure. 

2) You must email your article to me by 8:00 pm the day before your presentation so I 
can read it before you present. If you do not email me your article by 8:00 you will lose
3 points. As an alternative you can give me a copy the day before you present (it must
include its source/website and date).


3) Your summary must include three parts. First, you will summarize the article. You need
to show that you have read and understood the article. Your summary should be detailed.
This will be the longest part of the written portion. Do not copy directly from the article.
Next, you will state how the article relates to economics.  Finally, you will state your
opinion or thoughts about the article and any questions that you have.
4) Do NOT copy directly from the article.  This is called plagiarism and will result in no
credit. Remember, I will have read your article so use your own words.
5) You will complete a total of 2 summaries (one each quarter). You will sign up for a due date on the schedule (calendar) posted in the room. Be sure to record your due date. 


6) Please be prepared on your due date as we will only have time for one presentation
each day. Your cooperation is appreciated. 

7) You should also be prepared to answer any questions asked by your classmates or by

me about your article/topic.
