Course Description:
Economics is a semester course that investigates how the economic laws of scarcity, opportunity cost, supply and demand and diminishing returns influence how human societies produce, distribute and consume goods and services.  Students will interpret economic indicators presented in graphs, charts and tables.  Concepts such as inflation, unemployment, monetary and fiscal policy and personal savings and investment plans will also be discussed.

Course Requirements:

The following chapters will be covered over the course of the semester: 1, 2, 6, 7, 13, 14, 15, 16 and 18.

· Current Events
In each section, you will identify and define key points/terms, explore current governmental issues, take notes, have group discussions/activities, assess key concepts, take quizzes/tests and write responses/essays/papers on various topics. These items will constitute the majority of your grade.

Grading and Assessments:

The district grading scale will be followed (see handbook).

Grades will be calculated using bell work, class and homework assignments, chapter quizzes and tests and a common course exam.

Retakes of Chapter Tests will be allowed when scoring 76% or below with a maximum new score of 77%. Retakes will take place outside of normal class time. All chapter homework must be completed and turned in prior to taking a retake. Please see the school policy and check with me for further information.

Semester grades are calculated as follows:  40% 3rd quarter;  40% 4th quarter;  20% Final Exam

Homework:

Class assignments become homework if not completed during class.

Unless otherwise instructed, all assignments are due at the start of class the following day.

Late assignments will receive a 15% reduction in score each day for three days (1 day: -15%, 2 days: -30%,

3 days: -45%).  After three days assignments may not count for credit.

Missed assignments due to an absence are also expected to be completed for homework. 

The amount of class work and homework varies with each chapter.

Students will be required to complete two Current Event Summaries in which they summarize, respond to and present an article/topic of their choosing related to Economics (additional information can be found on the assignment handout).

Course Rules / Expectations:

Students are expected to master course topics.  State benchmarks will be followed.  Students will learn information through the means of class presentations, participation in daily classroom activities, class assignments, homework, quizzes and tests.

· Students are required to follow all rules in the student code of conduct located in the student handbook and online at http://anchorbay.misd.net.
· Students not in the room when the bell rings will be marked tardy.
· Students are expected to sit in the seat in which they have been assigned.
· No food or beverages are allowed in the classroom other than plain and clear water.
· Students will be allowed two passes per quarter.  A handbook/planner is required for passes.
· Students will complete the bell ringer located on the board at the start of each class period. 
· Students are required to bring all necessary materials (textbook, pen/pencil, etc.) to class each day.
· All assignments are due on the assigned date at the start of class (unless stated otherwise).
· Students are responsible for getting all work missed due to an absence.
· Students will be given the number of days absent to make up any missed work.  For example, if absent two days, two days will be given to complete missed assignments.

· Late work may result in reduced credit.  Please see homework policy.

· Copying, cheating, or plagiarism will result in a zero on the assignment/test.

· Respect other people’s property.
